Solas Nua produces the Capital Irish Film
Festival, a critically acclaimed theatre season, Irish Book Day, the DC Irish Writers Festival, visual arts exhibitions, hosts numerous Irish artists each year, runs a
free monthly play reading series and film screening series, a book club and dozens of special events annually. Founded in 2005 by Dublin native Linda Murray
(Artistic Director) and DC native Dan Brick (Producing Director), Solas Nua is a resident organization at Flashpoint.

Tinderbox Theatre Company is based in Belfast. Formed in 1988, it is one of Northern Ireland’s longest established and most respected independent
theatre companies. Tinderbox is dedicted to new writing for the theatre, the playwrights who create it, and the artistic environment in which its work takes place.
The Artistic Director of Tinderbox Theatre Company is Michael Duke.

In 2007 the Northern Ireland Arts Council approached Solas Nua and Tinderbox Theatre Company to co-produce Owen McCafferty's Scenes from the Big
Picture for the Rediscover Northern Ireland Festival in conjunction with the Smithsonian Institute. This time they've brought the two companies together again
for this co-commission which will tour the mid-Atlantic in March 2010.
